Poor Quality Buildings and Public Realm
Within the town cenfre ther is a mix of iverse but
generally complimentary architectural syles, periods of
development and maerils. I particular, the buidings
and street layout lon the mai etai streets of Southgate
and Market Street make & pleasant environment. This is
let down by the presence of the poorer quality Northgate.
House and the large areas of surface parking located
within the town.
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Weak Retail Offer and Poor Gateways
Eckington Town Centre is not well signposted and as a
result struggles to attract passing trade. In addition, the
gateways into the town would benefit rom public realm
and frontage improvements to ensure a positive first
impression.

Retail development s concentrated to the north end of
Southgate and along Market Street with the offer imited

to small independent retailers and charity shops. Offices
and community uses are located to the west of the centre.
The exception is the Co-op Supermarket which, as the only
national retailer in the town, provides an anchor to the west
of the Town Centre. However itis not wel linked to the rest
of the centre resulting in most customers only visiting the
Co.op and not venturing into the town.
